From input from the program’s stakeholders (i.e., advisory council: faculty, students, site supervisors, alumni, employers) the 
program’s mission statement has been updated to better reflect our mission and align with CACREP standards. Faculty will continue 
addressing topics/trends in counseling courses and during practicum and internship supervision sessions/classes (e.g., changes in state 
legislation affecting school counselors and school-based therapists), and faculty will create a course-pathway for current students and 
professional school counselors to take additional required courses for LCMHC licensure due to NC licensing changes beginning July 
1, 2025. In addition, continued recruitment efforts will be made for the school counseling specialty track due to decrease in applicants 
and school counselors in the region, and the program will continue a feasibility study for creating a counseling program clinic.
