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Both programs are CACREP accredited and lead graduates toward the post-master’s Licensed 
Clinical Mental Health Counselor (LCMHC) licensure, and for SCH students additional K-12 
School Counseling licensure through the North Carolina Department of Public Instruction. A school counseling licensure-only pathway is also offered for post-master’s graduates; 
however, this is not an accredited program for a counseling degree. 
 

Enrollment 
In 2023-2024, an average of 70.3 (full-time and part-time) students enrolled in our program: 
Fall 2023 – 90 (63 CMHC, 24 SCH + 3 SCH licensure-only) 



Job Placement 
Among 36 graduates in 2023-2024, and with a 94% response rate, 100% of those seeking job 
placement in a professional counseling role obtained employment within 3 months of graduation 
(19 CMHC, 15 SCH).
