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Catalog Course Description: Principles of evaluation and improvement of programming for all 
college functions. Special emphasis is placed upon student services and non-curriculum 
outcomes. 
 
Syllabus Course Description: This course will introduce students to the variety of approaches 
used to measure, assess, and evaluate higher education at the unit, class, program, and 
institutional levels. Students will explore regional and program accreditation (e.g., SACSCOC-
Southern Association of Colleges and Schools Commission on Colleges), academic program 
review, administrative unit review, the Council on Advanced Standards (CAS) and other avenues 
to assuring quality institutions of higher education.
