Transitions	include	…	after	a	while,	afterward,	as	long	as,	as	soon	as,	at	last,	at	length,	at	that	time,	
before,	earlier,	formerly,	immediately,	in	the	meantime,	in	the	past,	lately,	later,	meanwhile,	now,	
presently,	shortly,	simultaneously,	since,	so	far,	soon,	subsequently,	then,	thereafter,	until,	until	now,

Transitions	include	…	all	in	all,	altogether,	as	has	been	said,	in	brief,	in	conclusion,	in	other	words,	in	particular,	in	
short,	in	simpler	terms,	in	summary,	on	the	whole,	that	is,	to	put	it	differently,	to	summarize

TO SHOW CAUSE OR EFFECT 
Transitions	include	…	accordingly,	as	a	result,	because,	consequently,	for	this	purpose,	hence,	otherwise,	
since,	then,	therefore,	thereupon,	thus,	to	this	end,	with	this	object	
	

Example:	“Whenever,	therefore,	people	are	deceived	and	form	opinions	wide	of	the	truth;	it	is	clear	
that	the	error	has	slid	into	their	minds	through	the	medium	of	certain	resemblances	to	that	truth.”
