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. Purpose

The use of animals in research, testing, and teaching may result in unanticipated adverse events




Research Compliance Office:

The research compliance office will promptly route adverse event/protocol deviation reports to the
IACUC Chair via InfoEd as well as providing any necessary additional information regarding the event.
The research compliance office will also communicate with the PI to update them on the review process
and the eventual outcome of the review.

IACUC:

The IACUC Chair will review the report and determine whether the event necessitates a convened IACUC
meeting. If it is determined that it does not require a meeting, the Chair will decide what further actions,
if any, are necessary. If a convened meeting is required, the full IACUC will decide on corrective actions
and/or necessary reporting.

IV. Procedure

1.

If there is immediate risk to animals, the Pl or other personnel must immediately contact the
attending veterinarian and the research compliance office.
a. The attending veterinarian will advise on what immediate actions should be taken to
reduce risks to animals.
Within 48 hours, the PI must submit an Adverse Event/Protocol Deviation report via InfoEd.
Upon receipt of a report, the research compliance office will route the report to the IACUC Chair
for review.
The IACUC Chair will determine whether the event requires review by the full convened IACUC.
a. If the Chair determines that the event does not require a convened meeting, theycan
decide what, if any, corrective actions are required.
b. If the Chair is unable to review the report, or has a conflict of interest, theymay assign a
designee from the IACUC to serve in this role.

7. The research compliance office will notify the PI, via writing, the outcome of the review and any
necessary corrective actions, as determined by the IACUC Chair or full committee.
